Dear Mr. Hite;

I have reviewed the report prepared by you for the above named project. Your Phase II and
Phase IIT surveys were conducted within the protocols we had in place at that time. Note that for
future projects we will be following the “20:20” rule for Phase III surveys; that is 2 minimum 20
traps/acre for 20 consecutive days. While your 2008 trapping does not meet the 20:20 rule for
consecutive days (you did 15) you exceeded the minimum for traps (90 traps for 2.97 wetland
acres). However, you were following the draft guidelines I had given you at that time, so 1
accept your results, which was no bog turtles captured and no sign (tracks, etc.) to indicate that
any had been missed.

4, 2002 letter from Tori Byrae of our stall to Timothy Falkenstein of your firm isin
coror in e Tallowiog statement: “Afier consultation with our regional staff, it was delermined
dhat there s 1o suitzble potential habitat for Bog Turtles on this site.”. Based both on your wepost
codd onmy field investivation with you, there is suitable potential bog turtle babitat within the
peaject arce, spectfizally Wetlands #9 and #1. According to the plans you provided and your
vorihn] coimeaes, Wetland # 1 s not to be iimpacted by the proposed niaway exfension activities
in Abarnatdve 3, so L hiave no further concerns with impacts to that area.

2) Wetlind #9 was suitable bog turtle habitat and most or all of the weiland is proposed to be
11ll< Sor the new thaway associated with Alternative 4. 1 strongly reconmmend that Phase T and
Vhaess HEsvrveys be condueted at this wetland, as we need (o be certain that the presence or
hecnce of bog turtles s indisputably determined. T bog turtles are found then further
cansultantions will be required with both MD DNR and the USFWS. Il they arc not thea we have
10 feither conecens with diis proposed project.
