Thank you for allowing us to submit the attached letter electronically. As we discussed and the letter details, Carroll
County is proposing to improve Carroll County Regional Airport. To do so, modifications would be necessary to two
roadways in the vicinity of the airport. By way of the attached letter, we are respectfully requesting that the Baltimore
Metropolitan Council (BMC) issue a determination for the projects with respect to the Transportation Conformity Rule.
Specifically, we are seeking the BMC’s concurrence that the Transportation Conformity Rule does not apply to the
roadway modifications because the projects are not sponsored or funded by the Federal Highway Administration or the
Federal Transit Administration and neither roadway is regionally significant.

Dear Ms. Aris:

As you may know, Carroll County is preparing an Environmental Assessment (EA) to evaluate
the potential impact of proposed improvements to Carroll County Regional Airport. The
improvements to the airport are intended to achieve compliance with Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) safety regulations and would also meet the existing and future demand for
airport use. The following roadway modifications (illustrated on the attached exhibit), would be
necessary to construct the improvements associated with the preferred build alternative:

e The closure of a portion of Pinch Valley Road (an unimproved residential road).
e The realignment of Meadow Branch Road.

KB Environmental Sciences, Inc. (KBE) is preparing the air quality analysis to assess the
improvements that will address the requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act
(NEPA) and the General Conformity Rule. However, it is not possible for KBE, or Carroll
County, to address the requirements of the Transportation Conformity Rule (Title 40, Part 93 of
the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR)). Therefore, the purpose of this letter is to request that
the Baltimore Metropolitan Council (BMC) issue a determination for the above projects with
respect to the Transportation Conformity Rule.

As stated in 23 CFR Part 93, the Transportation Conformity Rule is not applicable to individual
projects that are not Federal Highway Administration (FHWA)/Federal Transit Authority (FTA)
projects unless such projects are considered “regionally significant” for the purpose of regional
emissions analysis. Neither of the projects above are FHWA/FTA projects and it is our belief
that neither are regionally significant.

We are in the process of preparing the Air Quality Assessment Protocol that will describe how the air quality assessment
for the Carroll County Regional Airport will be performed. In doing so, it would be helpful if we had the following
information:

For Ozone

We understand that Carroll County is located in an area that is designated moderate non-attainment for the 8-hour ozone
National Ambient Air Quality Standard (NAAQS).

By what date is the area mandated to attain the standard?

What is the official name and reference for the State Implementation Plan that addresses MDE'’s plans to attain the
ozone standard?

Is there regional emissions inventory data available that for the year 2005 (data for the entire non-attainment
area)? If so, how would we obtain a copy of the inventory?

Is there regional emissions inventory data available for any future year (we are most interested in a forecast for the
year in which the standard is to be attained)? If so, how would we obtain the data?

‘or PM2.5

We understand that Carroll County is located in an area that is designated non-attainment for the air pollutant PM2.5.

- For which standard is the area non-attainment—the 24-hour standard or the annual standard?

- By what date is the area mandated to attain the standard?

- What is the official name and reference for the State Implementation Plan that addresses MDE'’s plans to attain the
PM2.5 standard?

- Is there regional emissions inventory data available for the year 2005 (data for the entire non-attainment area—not
just Carroll County)? If so, how would we obtain a copy of the inventory?

- Is there regional emissions inventory data available for any future year (we are most interested in a forecast for the
year in which the standard is to be attained)? If so, how would we obtain the data?

- Has either the EPA or MDE determined that any of the following pollutants contribute significantly to PM2.5 levels
in the area: volatile organic compounds, nitrogen oxides, or ammonia?

Motor Vehicle Emission Rates

As part of the assessment, we will estimate emissions from on-road motor vehicles. The emission rates for the vehicles
will be obtained from the USEPA’s MOBILE program. To do so, we need certain area-specific data (files). Are these files
available from the MDE or should we contact the Baltimore Metropolitan Council?

Meteorological Data

As you know, emission rates vary depending on atmospheric conditions. For our assessment, the most significant
meteorological factors will be temperature and mixing height. Because we are charged with comparing our airport-related

estimates with regional poliutant estimates, we would like to know what temperature and mixing height the MDE used in
preparing the regional estimates (and/or performing regional dispersion modeling).

We appreciate your assistance in obtaining the information requested in this email. If you would need a more formal
request (a letter) or you would like to discuss any of the requested items, please call.
