What are the established performance criteria for the preservation of small trees?

The regulations within the industry are — stand retention protection during timber harvest is
addressed by the minimization of skid rows. (Skid rows are hauling trails within the woodland.)
{Minimizing the degree of damage to the merchantable portion of the retention stand 1s also an

established performance criteria.)

What is the calculation for the number of trees that the County would need to plant to mitigate the
difference between a basal area of 70 and 257
The Forest Conservation Ordinance does not require anyone to mitigate when doing a clear cut as
a result of a timber harvest. The only time afforestation/reforestation is required (see section 115-8
of Chapter 115) is when the forest is cleared.
Cleared being defined as “the removal of any woody plant, wherein the stump and root mass are
physically removed”. Clear cutting is an acceptable practice for a number of reasons as determined
by the Licensed Forester when preparing a site to be timbered.

Using two inch (27) trees as planting stock and 1.53 acres as the area would require 3157 trees to
be planted. (This is not necessary or required)

. What is the background for the proposal to install the 4 PAPI lights?

The 4 box PAPI is one of the elements of a Precision Approach and is a standard for turbine
powered aircraft. This was reflected in the 1986 Twenty Year Master Plan. A Precision Approach
would lower the ceiling and reduce the distance from the runway end and allow appropriately
instrumented aircraft to use (land) at CCRA in certain adverse weather conditions. However,
attainment of visual confirmation would still be required. Therefore, those (visual) elements of a
Precision Approach are required. Other clements would be High Intensity Runway lights and a
lighting system on rails (MALSR) extending from the Precision Appreach end.

. What information, if any, is there from the FAA or other sources regarding greater safety
enhancement when an airport goes from a 2 light to a 4 light PAPI system?

We are not aware of any such information, however intuitively, and by discussion with pilots, the 4
Box PAPI is superior and clearly provides the pilot better information and confidence.

. What, if any, buffer is there to properties adjacent to the harvest? Please specify the specific buffer
area including approximate size and type of buffer relative to each adjacent property to the harvest.
The buffer width against neighboring lands is twenty five feet (25 ft) against Charles Miller’s
property. There is no buffer against approximately seventy five feet of wood line along castern
side of Miller property. No buffer will be retained along approximately 75 feet of the southeast
line against Wendall Shilt’s property.

12. What environmental protections are in place for the trees that are to “remain” after the harvest in

the logging contract? Are any environmental protections in place to protect wildlife?

14. Mr. Horst testified that the 4 light PAPI was part of the 1986 Airport Master Plan. Why did the
County delay moving forward with the installation of this system?

The establishment of the Precision Approach had to wait until completion of the Obstruction Study
(2000) and the (2003) Environmental Assessment, both of which were contingent upon FAA
Funding which was not available immediately. As discussed above, the 4 light PAPI would be

the first of several ground based elements (visual) of a Precision Approach.
