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DECISION

On May 14, 2003, July 9, 2003, and September 10, 2003, the Board of License
Commissioners for Carroll County (hereinafter the Board) convened to hear Case No. 4797, the
application of Kevin Egolf, Aneillo C. Scotto and Biagio Scotto for the use of SBMA, Inc., t/a
Pane & Vino, for the transfer of the existing Class BR — Beer, Wine and Liquor License issued to
Canie R. Steele, Christopher Steele and Raymond Ficca, for the use of Steele Mill, Inc.. t/a The
Steele Mill, 101 Ridgeside Court, Mt. Airy, MD 21771, in Election District 13. After much
discussion on the “fit and proper” person requirement, of the law, it was agreed the original
application would be amended to remove Aneillo Scotto and replace him with Chris Steele. A
hearing on the new application was scheduled for July 9. At the July 9 hearing, the applicants
were made aware of a letter the State Comptroller’s Office that delinquent taxes were
outstanding and the transfer of this license cannot occur until all accounts were cleared. The
applicants asked for another hearing to clear up this matter, which was held on September 10,
2003. The tax issue was resolved by that time.

Kevin Egolf, new resident applicant, has lived in Carroll County all his life (35 yrs) and
stated he has had an opportunity to review the Rules and Regulations. He works for Baltimore
Air Coil and will continue working but will be a silent partner in SBMA, Inc. He expects a
