crossing.  The 
main stretch of 
the Village is 
approximately 
1.0 mile long.  

Maple 
Grove’s historic 
qualities 
constitute its eligibility for the 
National Register of Historic 
Places.  

The Village’s businesses 
include Princess Milling, Maple 
Swamp Dairy Farm, and J.C. 
Wilhelm, Inc.-Sawmilling, Mulch 
and Sawdust.  

The residential buildings are 
mainly brick, with some wood and 
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siding-covered homes.  A few new 
homes exist as well as two ponds.  

The land surrounding Maple Grove 
is made up of cornfi elds, cattle farms, 
and new residential development.  
The spray irrigation fi elds for the 
Town of Manchester, which are 
used for an agricultural purpose, are 
located to the north of the Village.  An 
Agricultural Land Preservation district 
is located east of the Village.
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
