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residences are older and 
small, sitting very close to 
the road and to each other.  
Most are covered with 
siding.  

The land surrounding 
Mayberry is mainly 
agricultural and used for 
farming.  Agricultural Land 

Preservation districts are located to the 
north, west, and south of the Village, 
and the Mayberry Game Protective 
Association owns land to the east.

Located off MD 140, 
Mayberry is situated in a 
linear shape on Mayberry 
Road.  The main stretch of the 
Village is approximately 0.5 
miles long.  Mayberry’s historic 
qualities constitute its eligibility 
for the National Register.  

The Village has been 
designated as a water/sewer problem area by the 
Carroll County Health Department.  

The Village contains the Mayberry First Church of 
God adjoined by a small cemetery to the rear.  The 
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
