Silver Run has 
been designated 
as a water/sewer 
problem area by 
the Carroll County 
Health Department.  

The Village’s businesses include Almega 
Manufacturing Corporation, an antique store, 
Brewer’s Market and Lawn and Garden Center, the 
Country Corner “Home Furnishings & Gifts,” Bradley’s 

Fox Briar 
Inn, Terry’s 
Body Shop 
and Silver 
Run Hair 
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Works.  Silver Run’s two churches are St. Mary’s 
Evangelical Lutheran Church, adjoined by St. Mary’s 

Parish House and St. Mary’s United Church of Christ.  
The Village also contains a cemetery and Charles 
Carroll Elementary School.  

The residential characteristics are aging and older 
homes, small homes covered with siding and some 
brick and painted brick homes.  The land surrounding 
Silver Run is mainly agricultural.  
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
