Tickets now available for 2010 Maryland Wine Festival 
 

July 12, 2010 – Advance tickets for the 27th annual Maryland Wine Festival are now available for 

purchase online.  All tickets – adult, child, designated driver and premier – can be paid for by credit card prior to 

4:30 p.m. on Wednesday, Sept. 15.  This year’s festival will take place on Saturday, Sept. 18, and Sunday, Sept. 

19, at the 140-acre Carroll County Farm Museum in Westminster.  Gates open at 10 a.m. Saturday and noon on 

Sunday.  The festival ends at 6 p.m. both days. 

Those who purchase in advance will print out their tickets and bring them to expedited entrances at the 

Farm Museum.  All online sales must have printer capability.  It is important to note that no advanced tickets 

will be sold from the Farm Museum. 

Regular adult admission costs $22 in advance or $25 at the gate.  Premier admission is $52 online or 

$55 at the gate.  Premier tickets provide access to an exclusive area with samples of wines not served at the main 

festival, cuisine from area restaurants, and private portable restroom.  Designated drivers’ admission will be 

$20, both in advance and at the gate.  Children ages 7-20 cost $5 in advance and at the gate.  Children 6 or 

younger are free.
