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Westminster Veterans Memorial Park Meeting 

 

The Carroll County Department of Recreation & Parks will host a public meeting on Thursday, March 

31, 2016 at 7 p.m. to discuss possible changes to development concepts for the planned Westminster 

Veterans Memorial Park.  The meeting will be held at the Westminster Baptist Church, 354 Crest Lane 

in Westminster and the public is encouraged to attend.  Representatives from Recreation & Parks will 

be in attendance to share information and solicit input from the community. 

 

The 32 acre park property was purchased by the Carroll County Commissioners in 2010 with the 

intention of developing a new community park that would serve the residents of Westminster and the 

surrounding community.  At previous public meetings, citizens provided input regarding development 

which led to a draft park development plan that included both active and passive recreational 

amenities.   

 

As the project continues to move through the County’s development review process, we are continuing 

to respond to review comments and consider changes to the original draft plan.  This meeting will give 

department staff an opportunity to share changes that are under consideration and provide a status 

update on the project.
