
 
 
 

 “Deputies seek to identify subject(s) stealing from automobiles in New 
Windsor community” 

 
New Windsor, Carroll County, Maryland, June 12, 2009----The Carroll County 

Sheriff’s Office is investigating six (6) incidents involving items stolen from motor vehicles 

within the New Windsor community.  On June 5-6 between the hours of 11:00pm to 8:00am 

unidentified subject(s) entered two (2) automobiles in the 3300 block of Kelsey Court and 

removed assorted change and jewelry.  On June 11-12 from 8:00pm to 7:00am unknown 

subject(s) entered four (4) motor vehicles parked in the 300 and 400 blocks of Church Street and 

stole a radar detector, GPS Unit, iPod Nano, and assorted change.  A preliminary estimate of the 

property stolen exceeds $700 dollars.  An additional $500 dollars in damage was sustained when 

the subject(s) forced entry to the rear window of a pick-up truck prior to removing some of the 

property.  The Sheriff’s Office investigation continues…   

 

Residents are reminded to roll-up car windows, lock car doors, and remove valuables 

from site when leaving their vehicles unattended.  Also, residents are asked to report unfamiliar 

vehicles and persons roaming neighborhoods and parking lots during the late evening and early 

morning hours.
